2) Touch & Go Training

Gelb Schwarm is to conduct takeoff and landing practice from its current
base at Praha, Czechoslovakia prior to transfer same day to Nitra,
Czechoslovakia, departing Praha at 1715.

Upon completion of the
standard as a unit, the unit is to proceed with the transfer to Nitra.

3) Transfer

Gelb Schwarm will relocate to Nitra for further training, following the
waypoints dictated in the Flight Plan. Navigation training and geographical
familiarisation is incorporated into the flight plan.

A pass-over familiarisation of the Nitra Air Gunnery Range should also be
conducted as part of this flight.
